  Chapter 1

Mum and I live in Sydney, but now we are on holiday with them – in Far North Queensland. We are driving in a big car. We are going to a hotel near the Daintree River.


  Uncle Rob stops the car. We are at a small river. The road goes across the river.


  ‚Can we go?‘ says Jamie. ‚I'm hot.‘
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  ‚I'm hot too,‘ says Uncle Rob, ‚but we have to stop. There is water on the road.‘


  ‚It's okay,‘ says Mum. ‚We can drive across the river in this car.‘


  ‚Is it dangerous, Meg?‘ Aunty Beth asks my mother. ‚No,‘ Mum says. ‚We are safe in this car.‘


  ‚Yes,‘ says Uncle Rob. ‚We are very safe in this car.‘ ‚Oooh, look!‘ says Alice. ‚There's a crocodile!‘ ‚Where?‘ says Jamie. He looks out of the window. ‚There,‘ says Alice. There is a sign beside the river. On the sign there is a picture of a crocodile.


  ‚That's not a crocodile,‘ says Jamie. ‚That's a picture.‘ ‚Yes,‘ says Alice, ‚but there are crocodiles in the river. It's dangerous in the river – DAN-GER-OUS!‘


  ‚Okay, let's go,‘ says Uncle Rob. ‚Close the windows.‘ We close the windows and Uncle Rob drives the car into the water. SPLASH!


  ‚Ohhh!‘ says Jamie and he closes his eyes.


  SPLASH! SPLASH! Water hits the window. Alice looks out of the window and laughs.


  Uncle Rob drives the car across the river. ‚This is a good car,‘ he says. ‚We are safe now.‘

  ‚I'm not silly,‘ says Jamie. ‚I hate boats.‘

  ‚CROCODILES!‘ says Alice, jumping up and down. ‚You can see crocodiles!‘


  ‚Yes,‘ says Mr Mills, and he smiles at her. ‚You can see crocodiles.‘


  


  Mum has a room. Aunty Beth and Uncle Rob have a room. And I have a room with Alice and Jamie.


  ‚Can I sleep in your room?‘ I ask Mum.


  Alice and Jamie are in the bathroom. They are cleaning their teeth. Aunty Beth is in the bathroom with them.


  ‚No, Susie,‘ says Mum.


  ‚But, Mum, I'm twelve years old. Alice and Jamie are babies,‘ I say. ‚And Jamie is a brat – he's always naughty!‘


  ‚Alice is ten! She is not a baby,‘ says Mum. ‚And Jamie is not a brat. Jamie is…well, Jamie is unhappy.‘


  ‚Unhappy? Well, I'm unhappy too! I do not want to sleep in this room with those two.‘


  ‚Please, Susie,‘ says Mum. ‚Jamie likes you. You can help him.‘


  ‚Me? What can I do? I can't help.‘


  Alice and Jamie come into the room. Mum and I stop talking. Alice gets into bed and opens her book. ‚Crocodiles eat fish and birds,‘ she reads. ‚Crocodiles eat big animals like cows, and small animals like…like Jamie!‘


  Jamie jumps into bed and hides. He hides under the blanket and we can't see him.


  ‚They don't eat people, Alice,‘ I say. I get into bed too. I don't get under my blanket – it is hot.


  ‚Yes, they do,‘ she says. ‚There is a story in this book. In the story a crocodile eats a girl.‘


  ‚Well, okay, sometimes they eat people,‘ I say. ‚ Sometimes people go near the water and sometimes crocodiles eat them. But crocodiles like fish and birds and small animals.‘


  Aunty Beth comes into the room. ‚Mum, when are we going to see the crocodiles?‘ says Alice.


  


  ‚Tomorrow, Alice,‘ says Aunty Beth. ‚We can go on the boat on the river tomorrow. We can see birds and animals and…‘


  ‚I hate animals,‘ says Jamie. ‚I want to go swimming tomorrow – in the swimming pool.‘ He is still under the blanket.


  ‚Don't be silly, Jamie,‘ says Aunty Beth. ‚You don't hate animals.‘


  ‚I do, I do! I hate them!‘


  ‚Well,‘ says Mum, ‚we can go on the boat in the morning and then we can go swimming in the pool in the afternoon.‘


  ‚No! I don't want to go swimming in the afternoon,‘ says Jamie. ‚I want to go swimming in the morning .‘


  What a brat!


  ‚Oh, okay, Jamie,‘ says Aunty Beth. ‚We can go swimming in the morning.‘ She looks at Mum. ‚I don't understand…‘ Her face is sad. ‚He is a happy boy at home.‘


  ‚Susie likes swimming.‘ Mum is looking at me. I don't understand. Does she want me to speak?


  ‚Yes,‘ I say. ‚I like swimming.‘


  Mum is still looking at me.


  ‚I love swimming,‘ I say.


  Now Mum's eyes are speaking to me. You can help him. ‚You can come swimming with me, Jamie,‘ I say.

  I jump in the pool near Jamie. I splash him with water. He laughs and he swims across the pool.


  I swim after him. ‚You are a good swimmer,‘ I say and he smiles.


  ‚Crocodiles hide under the water.‘ Alice is still reading. ‚And they are good swimmers. They swim…‘


  Jamie stops smiling. He jumps out of the pool and runs to the gate. He opens the gate and runs out.


  ‚Jamie, come back here!‘ says Uncle Rob. He goes to the gate and calls, ‚Jamie! Jamie! Come back!‘


  But Jamie doesn't come back. We all go to the gate.
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  ‚Where is he?‘ says Aunty Beth.


  ‚I don't know,‘ says Uncle Rob. ‚I can't see him.‘ ‚Jamie!‘ calls Aunty Beth. ‚Jamie, where are you?‘


  ‚We have to look for him,‘ says Mum. ‚Rob, you look behind the hotel. Beth, you and Alice look in the garden in front of the hotel. Susie and I are going to look in the rooms.‘


  Mum and I run into the hotel. We look in our rooms. We look in Aunty Beth and Uncle Rob's room. Jamie isn't there. We look in Mum's room. He isn't there. We look in my room. We look under Jamie's bed. He isn't there. We open the cupboard. There are clothes in the cupboard, but no Jamie. We look in the bathroom. He isn't there.


  Aunty Beth and Alice come into the room. ‚He isn't in the garden,‘ Aunty Beth says.


  ‚Let's go and talk to David Mills,‘ says Mum.


  


  ‚No, he isn't here with me,‘ says Mr Mills. He is talking to Uncle Rob.


  ‚Oh, where is he?‘ says Aunty Beth. She is crying. There are tears on her face. ‚Don't cry, Beth,‘ says Mum, but she has tears in her eyes too.


  ‚Where can we look?‘ asks Uncle Rob. ‚Are there dangerous places near the hotel?‘


  ‚Well,‘ says Mr Mills, ‚there is the river…‘ ‚Crocodiles build nests near rivers,‘ says Alice. ‚For their eggs.‘


  ‚Alice, stop it! You and those crocodiles!‘ says Aunty Beth and she cries again.


  ‚We have to look near the river,‘ says Uncle Rob. ‚Can you show us the way?‘


  ‚Yes, I can show you the way to the river,‘ says Mr Mills. ‚There's a path behind the hotel. The path goes to the river. Quick, follow me!‘


  He runs to the door. Uncle Rob and Aunty Beth follow him.


  


  ‚Susie, you stay here with Alice,‘ says Mum. ‚Here, take my phone – Beth has one too.‘


  She gives her phone to me and runs out of the door.


  I follow Mum to the door and I stop. I look across the garden. I can see the car park. I have an idea.


  Alice is sitting in a big red chair near the door. ‚Alice, I have an idea. I'm going to look for Jamie too,‘ I say.


  ‚Mother crocodiles stay near their nests,‘ she says. ‚And sometimes the father stays near the nest too.‘


  ‚Alice! Stop reading that book. I'm going to look for Jamie,‘ I say. ‚Listen to me, Alice! You stay here. You stay in that chair – like a mother crocodile and her nest. Okay?‘

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  Chapter 4


  Lizards and other helpers


  I run to the car park. I remember crossing the river yesterday. SPLASH! I can see the water on the car windows. I remember Uncle Rob's words. We are very safe in this car. This is a good car . I can hear Aunty Beth talking to Jamie. We're safe now .


  I run to our car. I open the front door. Jamie isn't there. I open the back door. And there he is – asleep on the back seat.


  I call Aunty Beth on the phone. ‚He's here,‘ I say.


  ‚HE IS? WHERE? WHERE IS HE?‘


  ‚Ouch! Don't shout, Aunty Beth. He's here – in the car. He's lying on the seat – asleep. He's safe.‘


  ‚HE'S WITH SUSIE! HE'S IN THE CAR – AT THE HOTEL!‘ she shouts to Mum and Uncle Rob.


  ‚GOODBYE, AUNTY BETH!‘ I shout too.


  Jamie opens his eyes. ‚Susie?‘ He sits up. ‚What…?‘ ‚It's okay, Jamie, it's okay. Let me help you get out of the car. Take my hand.‘


  Jamie takes my hand and gets out of the car.


  I close the car door and it hits my knee. ‚Ouch!‘


  Jamie looks at me. He looks at my knee. ‚Poor Susie.‘ ‚Yes, poor Susie.‘ I smile.


  He smiles too and then he points at the ground. ‚Look,‘ he says.


  What is he pointing at? It's a lizard. A small lizard is running across the ground. Jamie follows it. It stops near a flower.
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  ‚It's pretty,‘ he says.


  ‚The flower is pretty?‘ I ask him.


  ‚No, that's pretty,‘ he says. He's pointing at the lizard. ‚It's a lizard,‘ I say. ‚We have lots of lizards in Australia.‘ ‚Do you?‘ says Jamie. ‚I like it.‘


  He likes it? But he hates animals, doesn't he?


  Jamie points at the lizard again. ‚Look at its long tail.‘ ‚Lots of lizards have long tails,‘ I say.


  ‚It's very little,‘ Jamie says. ‚Is it a baby?‘


  ‚No, it's not a baby,‘ I say. ‚Baby lizards are very, very little. They come from eggs.‘


  ‚From eggs?‘ says Jamie. ‚Like birds?‘


  ‚Yes,‘ I say, ‚like birds – and like crocodiles. Crocodiles and lizards are cousins, like you and me.‘


  ‚I hate crocodiles!‘ he shouts and he hits my arm. ‚I hate you!‘


  ‚Jamie! Stop it! Don't hit me!‘


  Jamie is crying now. He stops hitting me.


  ‚Do you hate me, Jamie?‘ I ask him.


  ‚N-no. I-I h-h-hate crocodiles. They have big teeth and they eat people.‘


  Alice! I think. That's it! Alice and her book! Crocodiles have BIG teeth to eat you with. Crocodiles eat big animals like cows, and small animals like…like Jamie!


  ‚And I h-hate b-boats, Susie.‘


  ‚But you like boats at home,‘ I say.


  Jamie looks at me and then he says, ‚There aren't crocodiles in the rivers at home.‘


  Jamie is afraid . He's afraid of going on the boat. There are crocodiles in the river. It's dangerous in the river – DANGER-OUS!


  


  ‚Jamie! Jamie!‘ It's Aunty Beth. She runs up to us and hugs Jamie. ‚Oh, Jamie,‘ she says.


  ‚Ouch, Mum,‘ he says, but she hugs him again.


  Then Mum, Mr Mills and Uncle Rob run up. Uncle Rob hugs Jamie and Aunty Beth hugs me. ‚Thank you, Susie. Oh, thank you!‘


  Mum is smiling at me. ‚Let's eat,‘ she says. ‚I'm hungry.‘


  


  We eat lunch in the hotel. Everyone is very hungry. There is a lot of food on the table, and a big jug of water.


  Mr Mills comes to our table. ‚Are you going to go on the boat this afternoon?‘ he asks. ‚It goes soon – at two o'clock.‘


  ‚Oh, please, Mum. Can we go?‘ says Alice. ‚Please?‘ ‚Yes,‘ says Aunty Beth. ‚We…‘


  ‚No!‘ shouts Jamie. He stands up and hits the jug of water. The water goes over everybody.


  ‚JAMIE!‘ Everyone stands up and shouts at him. ‚Jamie, please be good,‘ says Aunty Beth.


  Jamie is crying now. I have an idea.


  ‚Alice,‘ I say, ‚can I have your book?‘


  ‚My book? Now? But we're going to go on the boat.‘ ‚Please?‘ I say.


  ‚Oh, okay.‘ She gives me her book.


  I take Jamie's hand. ‚Let's look for lizards,‘ I say.


  Mum looks at me. ‚Susie, the boat goes soon.‘


  ‚I know, Mum. It's okay.‘


  Jamie and I go into the garden. ‚Lizards like the sun,‘ I say. ‚Let's look there.‘


  Jamie stops crying. He looks for lizards on the ground. I look in Alice's book. There is a picture of a crocodile. She has a baby crocodile in her mouth. ‚Look, Jamie,‘ I say. ‚It's a mother crocodile. She carries her babies in her mouth. She carries them from the nest to the river.‘


  Jamie looks at the picture. He doesn't speak.


  ‚And here's a picture of a baby crocodile on its mother's back. It's safe there,‘ I say. Jamie looks at the baby crocodile. ‚And look. These people are looking at a crocodile.‘ There is a picture of people on a boat on a river. They are looking at a crocodile in the water.


  Jamie looks at me. ‚That's dangerous,‘ he says.


  ‚No, Jamie. Swimming in the river is dangerous. Going near the water is dangerous. But going on a big boat is not dangerous. It is safe on a big boat. See, the people are smiling.‘

  Chapter 5

  There is a splash, and the dragon jumps into the water. ‚That dragon is the crocodile's cousin,‘ says Jamie.


  ‚The crocodile's cousin?‘ says Alice. ‚That's silly.‘


  ‚It's not silly,‘ says Jamie. ‚The dragon is a lizard, and lizards and crocodiles are cousins. Aren't they, Susie?‘


  ‚Yes, they are,‘ I say.


  ‚Well, I don't want to see crocodile cousins!‘ says Alice. ‚I want to see crocodiles! Where are the crocodiles, Aunty Meg? I want to see crocodiles.‘


  ‚I know,‘ says Mum. ‚I want to see them too.‘
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  And then Uncle Rob shouts, ‚THERE! OVER THERE! It's a crocodile.‘


  Jamie takes my hand.


  ‚Where?‘ says Alice.


  ‚Beside the river – there! It's big.‘


  We all look. There is a crocodile beside the river. It is lying in the sun.


  ‚Ohh…‘ says Alice.


  Jamie looks at me and then at the crocodile. He doesn't speak. The boat stops moving.


  ‚Ohh!‘ says Alice again and then the crocodile goes into the water. It moves its tail and swims away. We can see its big head and its eyes, and then it goes under the water.


  ‚Wow!‘ says Alice. ‚A crocodile.‘


  ‚Yes,‘ says Aunty Beth smiling. ‚A crocodile.‘ Then she says, ‚Ooh. I'm hot.‘


  ‚I'm hot too,‘ says Jamie.


  ‚Then open your mouth wide, like a crocodile,‘ I say. ‚Crocodiles do that on hot days. They open their mouths wide.‘


  I open my mouth wide. Jamie laughs and opens his mouth wide too. ‚I'm a crocodile! I'm a crocodile!‘ he shouts.


  Everybody laughs and Mum hugs me. ‚Thank you, Susie,‘ she says. ‚You're a good girl.‘


  ‚And I'm a good boy. I'm a good boy, aren't I, Susie?‘ ‚Yes, Jamie,‘ I laugh. ‚You are a good boy! Now, let's look for more crocodiles.‘
